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Foundation A1.1 

A1.1 is an introductory course designed for complete beginners in French. Students will 
start with the alphabet and numbers, then build essential vocabulary to introduce 
themselves and others. Throughout the course, they will learn basic phrases, ask and 
answer simple questions, and express likes and dislikes. The primary focus is on 
developing listening and speaking skills, with additional practice in reading and writing. As 
they learn the fundamentals of the French language, students will also explore Paris, 
France, and other French-speaking regions around the world. 

Communication et lexicological aptitudes will include: 

 Alphabet and spelling. 
 Numbers. 
 Aspects of oneself (name, age, home, profession, etc.). 
 Description of a country, a location, or a vacation memory, using qualitative and 

numerical aspects. 
 Agreement and disagreement. 
 Likes and dislikes. 

Grammatical aptitudes will include:  

 Pronouns like je, tu/vous, nous. 
 Tonic pronouns like moi, toi, lui. 
 -ER verb in the present tense. 
 Major irregular verbs (être, avoir, venir, aller) in the present tense. 
 il y a, to describe a place. 
 est-ce que, qui, quoi/que, où, combien, quand, quel, to ask questions. 
 Prepositions à, au, de. 
 Gender of a country and use of the preposition en or au accordingly. 
 Gender of words. 
 Feminine, masculine and plural definite and indefinite articles. 
 Negation ne … pas in a sentence. 
 Forms of agreement or disagreemnt in reaction to a sentence (moi aussi, moi non 

plus). 

Phonetic aptitudes will include:  

 Word liaisons. 
 Rising and descending intonation. 
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 Accentuation of the last syllable of the phonetic word.
