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Foundation A1.3 

A1.3 is designed for students who have completed A1.2 or for false beginners—those who 
have previously studied French and still retain some knowledge. Students entering this 
level should be comfortable introducing themselves and others (including name, age, and 
profession), using the verbs être, avoir, and regular -er verbs. They should also be able to 
describe their family members and their homes. 

In this course, students will learn to talk about their daily and professional lives, routines, 
and hobbies. By the end of the class, they will also be able to describe aspects of a 
vacation they would like to take. Key themes covered include everyday life, work, leisure 
activities, and social outings. 

Communication et lexicological aptitudes will include: 

 Daily activities (including the concepts of time, date, and frequency). 
 Hobbies and outings. 
 Social media habits. 
 Description of one selves and friends. 
 Forms of invitation and response to an invitation. 

Grammatical aptitudes will include:  

 Reflective verbs such as se réveiller, se coucher. 
 Verbs sortir, faire, dormir and prendre. 
 Prepositions of duration (from … to …). 
 Prepositions of frequency (once a week, every morning, etc.). 
 Prepositions to indicate a moment in time (in May, on Monday). 
 Prepositions à, à la, à l’, au. 
 Contraction articles. 
 Pronoun on. 
 Pour, to express a goal. 
 Parce que, to express the cause. 
 Frequency adverbs such as souvent, jamais. 
 Adjectives agreement in genre and number. 
 Adverbs of quantity such as très, un peu, trop. 

Phonetic aptitudes will include:  

 Consonant sequence. 
 Elision. 
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 Word liaison in z. 
 Final r.
