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Foundation B1.4 

At the B1 level, learners typically demonstrate the following abilities: 

 A broad enough range of language to handle unpredictable situations, explain the 
main points of a problem or idea with reasonable precision, and express opinions 
on abstract or cultural topics such as music or film. 

 Adequate vocabulary and language resources to communicate on familiar topics, 
including family, hobbies, work, travel, and current events. 

 Good grammatical control, allowing for clear and accurate communication in 
familiar contexts. 

 A solid repertoire of common phrases and expressions suited to everyday, 
predictable situations. 

 Clear and generally accurate pronunciation, with appropriate intonation and correct 
articulation of most words. 

 The ability to produce coherent and understandable written texts. Spelling, 
punctuation, and formatting are usually accurate enough to ensure ease of reading. 

 An understanding of key rules of politeness and the ability to behave appropriately in 
social interactions. 

 Awareness of the most important diƯerences in customs, practices, attitudes, 
values, and beliefs across francophone cultures. 

At the B1.4 level, students will examine the theme of climate change and its impact on the 
natural environment, while developing language skills for expressing cause and eƯect, as 
well as articulating concerns, worries, and fears. The unit will also address social 
inequalities and individual diƯerences, encouraging learners to engage with broader 
societal issues. 

Communication et lexicological aptitudes will include: 

 Causes and consequences. 
 Creating hypothesis and supportive ideas. 
 Situating actions in time. 
 Expressing worries. 
 Discussing social inequalities, rights, protest movements. 
 Debating values and forms of civic engagement. 
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 Discussing sexism. 
 
Grammatical aptitudes will include:  
 

 Expressing condition. 
 Expressing inclusion and exclusion. 
 Expressing worry, anxiety, and fear. 
 Expressing causes and consequences. 
 Expressing necessity. 
 Emphasis in sentence structure. 
 Si clauses with plus-que-parfait to express an imaginery hypothesis in the past (Ex : 

si elle avait obtenu /si j’avais fait / s’il n’était pas allé, etc.). 
 Expressing anteriority and posterity. 
 Sharing uncertain information. 
 Compound present participle. 
 Past conditional. 
 Subjonctive.
