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Foundation B2.3 

At the B2 level of language proficiency (according to the CEFR – Common European 
Framework of Reference for Languages), learners reach an upper-intermediate stage 
where they can function independently and eƯectively in most everyday and professional 
situations. Here are the key milestones typically achieved at the B2 level: 

Communication & Comprehension 

 Can understand the main ideas of complex texts on both concrete and abstract 
topics, including technical discussions in their field of specialization. 

 Can follow extended speech and complex lines of argument in standard spoken 
language, even in lectures or debates. 

 Can interact with native speakers with a degree of fluency and spontaneity that 
makes regular conversation possible without strain for either party. 

Speaking 

 Can express themselves clearly and in detail on a wide range of topics. 

 Can explain a viewpoint on a topical issue, giving the advantages and 
disadvantages of various options. 

 Can take an active part in discussion, defending their opinions and responding to 
others’ arguments eƯectively. 

Writing 

 Can write clear, detailed texts on a wide range of subjects. 

 Can produce essays or reports that present arguments or viewpoints 
systematically, highlighting important points and supporting ideas. 

 Can write personal or professional correspondence, adjusting tone and register 
appropriately. 

Grammar & Vocabulary 

 Has a good command of grammar with occasional slips that do not cause 
misunderstanding. 

 Can use a broad range of vocabulary, including idiomatic expressions and some 
nuanced language, especially in familiar contexts. 
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 Can vary language to avoid repetition and express subtle shades of meaning. 

Independence & Adaptability 

 Can function eƯectively in francophone environments, whether traveling, 
studying, or working. 

 Can adapt language use to diƯerent social and professional contexts. 

 Shows an ability to learn new vocabulary and expressions from context and 
incorporate them into conversation. 

Communication et lexicological aptitudes will include: 

At the B2.3 level, students will examine the concept of work and its impact on society. The 
course will also explore themes related to the arts and the challenges of mastering the 
French language, fostering meaningful discussion and personal reflection. In addition, it 
will place a strong emphasis on developing advanced writing skills. 
 
Theme objectives include: 
 Talking about jobs that require a certain know-how. 
 Talking about the existing ways to preserve a cultural heritage. 
 Talking about skills by using verbs such as: être en mesure de / être doué pour…  
 Describing a painting and how artists got inspired. 
 Talking about the diƯiculties of the French language. 
 Practicing debating skills. 
 Adapting language to a situation. 

 
Grammatical aptitudes will include:  

 Gerund to express an action. 
 Continuity, interruption and progression. 
 Comparison. 
 Emphasis in sentence structure. 
 Passé simple.
