A1.2 is designed for students who have completed A1.1 or for false beginners—those who 
have previously studied French and still retain some knowledge. Participants should be 
comfortable introducing themselves (including name, age, and profession), and using the 
verbs être and avoir. They should also be able to ask simple questions and express likes 
and dislikes. In this course, students will explore vocabulary and concepts related to 
families and homes.

 Families and family members, marital status, and nationalities. 
 Housing.

 Possessive pronouns and determiners. 
 Adjective agreement. 
 Color adjectives. 
 Gender of nationalities.

 c’est / il est. 
 il y a / il n’y a pas. 

Phonetic aptitudes will include:  

 Word liaisons with n. 
 Silent e. 
 Rising intonation. 
 Accentuation of the last syllable of the phonetic word.
