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Foundation A1.4 

A1.4 is designed for students who have successfully completed A1.3. In this course, 
learners will expand their ability to make purchases, describe cities, and discuss clothing 
and food. They will begin to express themselves using the future and past tenses, while 
exploring themes related to urban life, shopping, and culinary culture. 

Communication et lexicological aptitudes will include: 

 Description of an itinerary using appropriate verbs (tourner à gauche, traverser, aller 
tout droit), and time connectors (d’abord, puis, ensuite).    

 Local traveling habits (ex : Je me déplace à pied/en bus). 
 Digital applications and shopping. 
 Commercial transactions, such as ordering a meal. 
 Clothing and their descriptive characteristics.   
 Food, taste, and culinary experiences. 
 Understanding recipes.           

Grammatical aptitudes will include:  

 Near future tense (aller + infinitif). 
 Pronoun y. 
 Direct object personal pronouns. 
 Imperative mode. 
 Demonstrative articles such as ce, cette, ces. 
 Partitive articles to talk about an uncountable quantity (ex: J’ai du lait). 
 Quantity adverbs such as un peu, beaucoup. 
 Verb manger. 
 Passé composé with avoir and être. 
 Irregular past participles. 
 Agreement and negation in the passé compose. 

Phonetic aptitudes will include:  

 DiƯerentiate vowels [œ], [ɛ], [i], [u], and [y]. 
 DiƯerentiate consonants [ʃ] and [ʒ]. 
 Injunctive intonation.
