At the A2 
level, students transition from basic French to expressing themselves more fully and 
describing the world around them. This course introduces key topics such as shopping, 
consumption, health, and medicine. 

Communication et lexicological aptitudes will include: 

 Commercial consumption habits. 
 Sustainability. 
 Describing in detail a given object. 
 Presenting an invention, inventor, or artist. 
 Explaining symptoms of illnesses.  
 Giving advice.  
 Providing an opinion on a medical aspect.   

 
Grammatical aptitudes will include:  

 Relative pronouns (qui/que/où). 
 Demonstrative pronouns (celui, celle, ceux, celles).  
 Review of passé composé. 
 Use of superlative, such as le plus/le moins que/de or the appropriate adjective (bon 

=>le  meilleur). 
 Inferiority using moins de / moins que. 
 Equality using aussi / autant de / autant que. 
 Superiority using plus que / plus de. 
 Yes/no questions (total interrogation). 
 Questions with an interrogative word such as où, comment, combien (partial 

interrogation). 
 Indirect object complement with the preposition à. 
 Indirect object complement pronouns (me, te, leur, etc.).

 Vowel sequence. 
 O and D sounds. 
 Silent H.
