A2.2 is the second course in the A2 series. Students will strengthen their descriptive 
abilities and place greater emphasis on reading and writing, while continuing to improve 
their listening and speaking skills. This course explores themes such as gastronomy and 
sports. 

Communication et lexicological aptitudes will include: 

 Presenting, describing, and giving some advice on a dish, a culinary trend, taste, 
and eating habits. 

 Presenting, describing, and giving some advice on sports and their value. 
 
Grammatical aptitudes will include:  

 Pronoun en to replace a complement introduced by de (Je mange des pâtes => j’en 
mange). 

 Progression (de moins en moins, de plus en plus). 
 Interrogative pronouns lequel, laquelle, lesquels, lesquelles.  
 Imperative mode to give instruction or a piece of advice. 
 Expressing opinion, using verbs such as penser que, trouver que, and phrases such 

as à mon avis, selon moi, ça vaut la peine. 
 Simple future and conditional present tenses. 
 Giving some advice, using verbs devoir, pouvoir, conseiller, recommender. 
 Complex negation ne … plus or ne … jamais. 
 Causality, usingௗparce que, grâce à. 
 Consequence, using donc, c’est pour ça que, alors. 
 Expressing goals, using pour, afin de. 

Phonetic aptitudes will include:  

 [œ] vowel sounds. 
 G, B and V consonant sounds. 
 Non-pronunciation of the final letters.
