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Foundation A2.4 

A2.4 is designed for students who have completed A2.3. In this course, students will learn 
how to support causes and stay informed in French. By the end of the session, you'll be 
able to present a cause you care about and explain your reasoning, as well as discuss 
current events that matter to you. The course also explores topics such as architecture, 
cultural and historical landmarks, literature, and travel. 

Communication et lexicological aptitudes will include: 

 Describing a building using sentence structures such as à l’extérieur, dans la partie 
supérieure. 

 Describing a city using words such as le quartier, les commerces, les monuments. 
 Discussing artistic preferences using structures such as Je suis fou de street art, je 

suis fan d’art moderne. 
 Responding to a proposal using words such as Chouette! Bof, pas vraiment, mouais.  
 Presenting and giving an opinion on a book, a movie, a TV series etc.  
 Explaining an interest in a travel destination. 
 Talking about a vacation or a past trip using descriptive elements, emotional 

aspects, and series of events. 
 Describing travel plans for a trip, using structures such as ça me donne des idées, 

lire un guide, contacter une agence. 
 
Grammatical aptitudes will include:  

 Imperfect tense. 
 Alternance of passé composé and imperfect tenses. 
 Duration, using dès, en, jusqu’à. 
 Complex negation (ne … rien / personne / aucun(e)). 
 Restriction (ne … que). 
 Adverbs ending in -ment. 
 Pronouns y and en. 
 Placement of the adjective 
 Gérondif, to express the way something was done or simultaneousness (en parlant, 

en allant). 

Phonetic aptitudes will include:  

 [ø]  (eu) and [ɑ ̃] (en) vowel sounds. 
 Z consonant sound.
